In a second petition he asks to name
Juan La Yigne and Geronimo Pelletier
as appraisers. There is no explanation
given as to why Lioteau and Blache do
not act, perhaps they are absent from
the city. Pelletier and La Vergne ao­
cept and qualify and appraise the
schooner , "The'Vigilant" a t 800 pesos .
Connard 'a lands and the sohooner are
twiee oalled for sale but no bidder
appears. This proceedings closes the
