The plaintiff, a resident of this City, appoint=-
ed Don Rafael Perdomo, as his attorney in order to take
action sgeinst the defendant to recover the sum of 240
Pesos past due as per the promissary note presented.
The petitlioner asked the Court to arder the defendant
to appear and declare whether the sigmture affixed at
the foot of said document was his and whether he owed
the plaintiff the sum claimed. As the defendant resid-
ed in the country, the petitioner begged the Court to
notify him to settle this eccount, which petition was
granted.

Since the defendant admitted he owed the afore-
sald sum to the plaintiff, the latter begged the Court
to issue a writ of execution sgainst the parson and
properties of the defendant sufficient to cover sald
claim plus the cost of the proseedings.
